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This is a zong like vase, Unearthed
in the Taiwu region.

The inscribed scripts though
primitive, but were more matured
than those from the Fushui clan
found in the same region.
Apparently, these collection of
cases had been used before
submerged underneath the
Yangtze soil for thousands of year
after flooding.
