Around the JiangSu Taiwu region, we have
displayed the inscribed scripts of the Fushui,
Taihoe, and Taiyan clans. The Laingchu burial
jades unearthed near Hanzhou had arose
many speculations among the academics as to
their origins and their later development. This
slide demonstrate that the late Neolithic jade
culture were probably related to the ShnagYu
and HuiXi Era waiting the inscribed scripts (80
plus scripts on each side)on our jade zongs to
be decoded.
